Venue

The Wushu, Kung-Fu, Dragon & Lion Dance Festival will be held from Sept 15 to 17, 2011 in the City Of Kuching, Sarawak, Malaysia.

(b)  To upgrade the standard of traditional Wushu, Lion and Dragon Dance as one of the Cultural sport which is beneficial to the health of mankind.

(c)  To foster unity and friendship through Wushu, Lion and Dragon Dance across the International boundaries.

           comprise of  Individual Single Events only.

	(b) Traditional Events

	Any traditional style of Wushu / Kung-Fu including short, long, double or soft apparatus routines or set sparring or collective exercises of Wushu  other than those contemporary events listed above. 
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The Wushu / Kung-Fu traditional events are divided into two general groups according to gender (Men & Women) and to the following age groups:

Group A -  under 12 years old

Group B -   13 - 17 years old

Group C -   18 - 22 years old

Group D -   23 - 30 years old

Group E -   31 - 40 years old

Group G -   41 - 50 years old

Group H -   51 - 60 years old

Group I   -   61 - 70 years old

Group J -  over 71 years old

The Competition will be divided into Individual Single Event, Pair Set Sparring and Group Event. (Each group must have at least 4 participants).     

For the traditional SHAOLIN QUAN, WUZUQUAN and ZHONG YEE QUAN, the events will also follow the above traditional age groups.

Note: The age is in accordance with the competitor’s Identity card or  Passport,    

          beginning with the date of birth : September 15.

Participation

(i) The Wushu, Lion and Dragon Dance institution or organization of any countries or  region may send his delegation or team to participate.

(ii) Number of Participants (Wushu / Traditional Martial Arts)
(a) Wushu/ Traditional Martial Arts team may consist of one team leader, one coach and unlimited number of athletes.

(b) Each athlete may choose to enter one or more Wushu / Traditional martial arts competition events.

(iii)  Number of Participants (Lion Dance)
Each Lion Dance Troupe shall consists of 10 persons, comprising of 1 Team Leader, 1 Coach and 8 Members.  A minimum of 6 and a maximum of 8 members to be taking part in the performance.   
*Participating Lion Dance Team must be winner of any International, National or Regional Lion Dance Competition / Festival
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(iv)  Number of Participants (Dragon Dance)
Each Dragon Dance Troupe shall consists of 18 persons, comprising of 1 Team Leader, 1 Coach and 16 Members.  A minimum of 15 and a maximum of 16 members to be taking part in the performance.   
*Participating Dragon Dance Team must be winner of any International, National or Regional Dragon Dance Competition / Festival

Clothing used by the athletes must reflect the characteristics of Wushu / Traditional Martial Arts except those participants taking part in the Grandmaster’s and Master’s Demonstration Match are allowed to use their respective martial arts uniforms.

(v)  Lion Dance performance:  Limited 10 to 15 minutes.

(vi)  Dragon Dance performance: Limited 10 to 15 minutes

10.        Criteria of Judgement and Referees

            Committee.

11.       Video Recording

             All the events will be recorded on videotape by the Organisers. Video tapes can be

             ordered through the Organising Secretary. No personal  video recording of the events        

             will be allowed.  
12.         Information for Participants

             (i)   All participating teams should report to the Organising Committee one day   

        before the Festival to obtain their I. D. Cards.

(ii)    Two national flags and groups flags are required (150 cm x 100 cm in size). 

        One flag will be used by the participating team during the Opening and 

        Closing Ceremony and the other flag will be raised at the Stadium.

(iii)     All participants are required to follow the arrangements of the Organisers

         and   must attend all ceremonies in their Wushu uniforms.

(iv)    Unnecessary noise, leaving the venue erratically or making complaints 

          impolitely are not allowed during the Festival  period..  

(v)     If a participant does not show up in 30 second after his or her name is called, he

         or she shall be disqualified (This also applies to groups and individuals).

(vi)      All participants shall submit 3 copies of recent 2.5 inch half-body photographs      

          for making I. D. cards and other purposes.

(vii)    Once the Competition and Demonstration Schedule is set, no changes are 

         allowed.
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13.        Identification Passes

            Security passes provided by the Organiser must be worn at all times  at the venue
            of the Festival.  Team members without the passes will not be allowed to enter
            the venue.

14.        Decision

The decision of the Panel of Judges relating to the awards of the Competition and Demonstration events shall be final and no queries will be entertained.

15.       Rights of the Organiser

            The Organiser has the right to claim any loss and assume necessary legal  responsibility  from any participants who disrupt, boycott or create disturbances during the Festival.


The Organiser reserves the right to reject the application of any teams or individual from participating in this Festival.

Any amendments to the Rules & Regulations of the Festival may be made at the discretion of the Organising Committee.
